The workshop focuses on equipping participants with the knowledge and skills required to align their institution’s capital structure in a manner that maximizes its social and financial returns. Overall, the course is designed to deliver the knowledge and practical capital raising skills required by entrepreneurs, CEO's, CFO's, financial controllers and financial managers. Attendees are taken step by step through some of best capital raising techniques and structures essential in MFI space. This high impact intensive workshop is designed for business owners who want to know more about seeking external investment and how to go about securing it.
